Lesson 1: The Birth of Christ is Foretold

Lesson 2: The Angel Visits Mary

Liuke the Evangelist: In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent by God to a town in Galilee called Nazareth, to a
virgin engaged to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David. The virgin’s name was Mary. And he came to
her and said,

The Angel Gabriel: “Greetings, favored onel The Lord is with you.”

Lesson 3: Jesus is Born in Bethlehem _4// stable animals are invited to come forward at this time.

Liuke: In those days a decree went out from Emperor Augustus that all the world should be registered. This was the first
registration and was taken while Quirinius was governor of Syria. All went to their own towns to be registered. Joseph
also went from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to the city of David called Bethlehem, because he was descended
from the house and family of David. He went to be registered with Mary, to whom he was engaged and who was expecting
a child. While they were there, the time came for her to deliver her child. And she gave birth to her firstborn son and
wrapped him in bands of cloth, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the inn.

When the angels had left them and gone into
heaven, the shepherds said to one another, “Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing that has taken place, which
the Lord has made known to us.”

When they saw this, they made known what had been told them about this child; and all who heard it were amazed at
what the shepherds told them.

When King Herod heard this, he was frightened, and all Jerusalem with
him; and calling together all the chief priests and scribes of the people, he inquired of them where the Messiah was to
be born. They told him, “In Bethlehem of Judea; for so it has been written by the prophet. Then Herod secretly called
for the wise men and learned from them the exact time when the star had appeared. Then he sent them to Bethlehem,
saying, “Go and search diligently for the child; and when you have found him, bring me word so that I may also go and
pay him homage.” When they had heard the king, they set out; and there, ahead of them, went the star that they had
seen at its rising, until it stopped over the place where the child was. When they saw that the star had stopped, they were
overwhelmed with joy. On entering the house, they saw the child with Mary his mother; and they knelt down and paid
him homage. Then, opening their treasure chests, they offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. And having
been warned in a dream not to return to Herod, they left for their own country by another road.

your fingers from touching the wine as you dip. You may choose to receive only the bread or the wine, as either one alone is a_full Communion. Please tell an usher if

you need Communion brought to you. In the Episcopal Church, it is customary that those receiving Communion have been baptized in any Christian tradition, and
10 one who comes to the altar in faith is turned away. If you would like to learn more about Baptism at St. Alban's, please be in tonch with the clergy. If you are not
receiving Communion, we hope you will come forward and cross your arms over your chest, so that we might share a blessing with you.
